Bhopal, 15 May 2017

He found only 9 graves in the two cemeteries there.  [This presumably means that no more than nine graves had legible inscriptions].

Kamptee, 18 May 2017

“I went to Kamptee but the condition over there is awful. There are more than 800 old British graves there dating back to 1850 and 1860 but most of the tablets and graves have been destroyed.  Only somewhere round 400 graves may be in good condition but it is impossible to photograph them as they are engulfed with thick roots, undergrowth, thorny bushes and brambles which makes it nearly impossible to reach the graves. As per the current condition they will be gone in the next 7 to 8 years.

There are graves of some very well known British Army officers and soldiers in the cemetery but of no use.”
Mhow, 15 May 2017

“As far as Mhow is concerned although it's a big cemetery but more than 20% grave stones/crosses are missing.  The remaining are also in a very deplorable condition. 

The first cemetery is Masihi Kabristan meaning Masihi cemetery. It is very near to the Sacred Heart Church in Mhow Cantonment. It is across the road 30 metres from the Church. 
To get to the other cemetery which is called Catholic cemetery one has to go a long way on foot till the Railway Training college.  Once you cross the Railway Training College you will see a big black iron gate at the right hand side.

As we enter the cemetery the first part belongs to the Catholic cemetery which is a small one and after crossing the wall we come to the Protestant Cemetery which is fairly a large one but in a very deplorable state.  So far this is the most vandalised cemetery I have come across.  I have used all my expertise to get the proper images as the undergrowth and big thorny vines are msking it nearly impossible to reach the tablets which bear the inscriptions. Some inscriptions are engulfed or covered by thorny wines and plants.”
